on having more players and more 
teams in Austria. We are trying to 
set up a new four year program for 
the next World Cup, visit schools, 
get new people. We have press 
coming here from Austria to record 

this tournament and show it on TV 
and make  lacrosse more popular, 
spread it and get a bigger pool of 
players we can choose from for 
the next championship.“

Austrian Women’s League 
consists of just three teams, so 
it is not very difficult to get to 
national team. „Every fifth player 
is on this team, so it is not a big 
choice. Therefore sudden injuries 
are very unpleasant, like a last 
one two weeks ago, when we 
were just not able to compensate 
that,“ explains Eyszell.

Austria beat the Netherlands 
14:7 on Thursday, but were taught 
a lesson by Haudenosaunee, who 
defeated them 0:20. According 
to Austrians, it was a different 
category. “It was very hard, they 
are very experienced and they 
have a great style,“ said Duerr and 

Only English Speakers Win?
Austria is one of the six newcomers to the Eighth Women’s Lacrosse World Cup in Prague. 
This team is mainly gaining experience from the Championship and wants to improve for the 
next years. Excitement from the chance to play in the World Cup were shared in the name of 
the team by Carola Eyszell and Daniela Duerr.
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Australia – Japan 24:6
Aussies entered the match very 
swiftly and soon the score was 6:0. 
Only after that, Japanese  Akiko 
Wada made the ball cross the goal 
line for the first time. Players from 
Asia played a decent middle part 
of the match, when they were very 
troublesome for their opponents. 
However, they were unable to 
catch up with the score, and the 
difference of the two sides was 
almost always around ten points. 
Fatigue seemed to descent on 
the Japanese players at the end 
of the match and the defending 
champions were comfortably 
striking on. The most active was 
Stacey Morlang.

USA – Canada 11:4
Duel between USA and Canada 
offered an exciting spectacle. 
The Maple Leaves Players 
splendidly entered the match and 
surprisingly led 3:1. Americans 
manages to equalize but the 
Canada led 4:3 at the end of the 
period. However, that was all from 
Canadians and in the second half 
America completely took over 
the match. Americans squeezed 
Maple Leaves on their half of the 
field and did not let them to any 
chance, what was soon projected 
to score. They scored five times 
in last fifteen minutes, after two 
turning goals of Lindsey Munday. 
Canadians did not shoot any goal 
and lost the second period 8:0.

Scotland – Germany 18:3
Scotland reigned on the field from 
the very beginning and led 7:0 

after only ten minutes. Germans 
managed to score once, but 
Scotswomen carried on in their 
simple but efficient game and were 
winning 16:1 at the end of the first 
half. After the break, Germany 
started to defend better, and even 
build a few chances. Attacks of 
their opponents were longer, but 
were missing a goal ending. The 
second half finished equally 2:2, 
but thanks to the big advantage 
in the first period Scotland clearly 
won 18:3. The most visible player 
of the winner team was  Katherine 
Swallow.

Wales – New Zealand 19:5
In the last Friday match Wales 
defeated New Zealand easily 19:5. 
The winners get an advantage of 
nine goals in the first half, and 
were rising it after the break. The 
most active scorer was Welsh 
midfielder Rosalinda Lloyd with 
five goals. Kerensa McCamish 
from New Zealand struck twice.

Austria – Haudenosaunee 0:20
Team of the Six Nations has 
presented at its first game in the 
World Cup against Austria during 
heavy rain. Haudenosaunee went 
to lead quickly, Duerr could have 
reacted on the score, but hit just 
a goal post. Following minutes and 
in fact the whole match belonged 
to Haudenosanee. The team led 
10:0 after the first half and added 
another ten goals in the second 
period.

Ireland – Netherlands 23:13
Although Netherlands entered the 

tournament as an unknown team 
in an international measure, they 
presented solid performance. The 
beginning of the match was under 
Irish control, which was winning 
8:0 after only thirteen minutes. 
The Dutch came to the match 
at the end of the first period and 
fifteen minutes before an end of 
the match the score board said 
19:10. The fans could have seen 
thirty six goals, when Ireland 
seized again and won 23:13.

Austrians have begun their inter-
national lacrosse voyage in 2005 
in the European Newcomer Cham-
pionship, when their team was 
reinforced by Spanish. Austria fully 
participated in last year’s European 
Championship in Lahti and finished 
eighth out of ten participants.

Every match in the World Cup is 
a great lesson. “We want to gain 
experience, try new things, try new 
plays, taking the experience to our 
home teams to push the game of 
lacrosse in our country,“ claimed 
Eyszell and appended that she 

Eyszell added: „Their team is just 
playing at a different level then we 
are. We play on short field, so we 
play in smaller numbers – eight 
players a team. We just do not 
have enough experience. I  am 
sure we have picked up alot of skill 
we can use in the next games.”

Austrians did not need to travel 
far and find it advantageous, 
that the World Cup takes place 
in Prague. „It really helped us 
that this World Cup is in Europe, 
because all of us work. If there 
was a long trip with it, we would 
need to get time changed and that 
is something we cannot afford. 
Nobody has the money to pay a 
flight to the US or even Australia, 
so it is really good that it is so 
close. The location is great, we 
had a good trip, organization is 
great, we had all our questions 
answered. Awesome.“

Austrian coach Anne Murphy 
comes from the USA, so some 
of the players translate her 
instructions from English to Ger-
man. „We have had it translated 
through the bench to field, so we 
can still use our native language. 
Nobody else can understand what 
we are talking about, hopefully,“ 
appended Eyszell.
